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Artist Statement

My interest in heoh, metal and glass beganh with a childhood fascinatioh with prisms, rainbows
anhd colored light. [t was exposure to the [mpressiohists' use of color and light to develor mood
that inspired my interest in art. The Cohstructivist movement of the early 20th Century,
particularly the works of Tatlin and Malevich, strohgly influenced me with regard to structure
ahd form. Subseauent influences include the Abstract Expressiohist focus oh hoh-obiective
interpretatioh and Asian culture's aesthetic emphasis oh the elegance of simelicity and the
ecohomy of form.

[ approach my sculptures as meditations of form anhd colot. Usihg the vibrant colors and shadows
achieved by combining heon lights with glass and brushed metal, [ explore the emotiohal impact of
[uminhous color ahd simple forms. This cohtemplative approach is most evident ih such series as
the "Circle, Arc Series," "Compositioh Series," "Celebratioh Series" and the "Tectohic Series."

Of greater complexity are the theme-based series of my "Uenusian World" sculptures. [h these
series, [ explore a fantasy world of [uminous flora and fauna including [ahdscapes and dioramas
ih order to create ah ehvirohment in which many sculptures work together as a whole. The
culmihatioh of this work is the "Uehusiah Gardens." a large-scale diorama work-ih-progress at my
studio and gallery, an historic church in New Orleans.
